EXPOSITION OF THE BLESSED 
SACRAMENT 

In the Gospels of Mark and John, we are 
told that after Jesus had died on the 
Cross, one of the solders thrust his lance 
inside his side and immediately blood and 

water poured out. This was a sign, that Jesus 
completely emptied Himself out of love for all of us. His 
blood symbolized the sealing of the New Covenant and 
the water new life, the birth of His Church. On July 3rd 
we celebrate the First Friday Devotion as requested, by 
Jesus, to St. Margaret Mary Alacoque. Our meditation 
this month will focus on the great love that Jesus gave 
to us on the Cross by pouring out His last drop of blood 
for us so that we may be saved from our sinfulness. 
Please spend some time in prayer and thanksgiving 
before the Blessed Sacrament. Our day begins with  
Mass at 7 a.m. in the chapel, followed by Adoration of 
the Litany of the Most Precious Blood until 11 a.m. 
Come and visit anytime during these hours. Rosary 
and the Litany will be prayed each hour on the half 
hour starting at 7:30 a.m. If you are heavy burdened 
with the trials and tribulations of life, unemployment, 
marital difficulties, illness or depression, take Jesus up 
on his words to us and come and place all your 
concerns at His feet and then wait and listen to His 
response. A HOLY HOUR WILL TAKE PLACE AT 
6:00 P.M. in the chapel for those who are working 
during the day. Let us gather and pray as one family 
before the Master, who answers all our needs.
