On Friday, 
January 22nd, we will begin the day with Mass at 
7:00 a.m. followed by Exposition of the Blessed 
Sacrament until noon. During these hours rosary and 
litanies will be prayed every hour on the half hour. The 
Day will close with Benediction at 12 Noon. We ask   
you to spend this day in a spirit of prayer and penance 
to raise the awareness  in our country to realize the 
sacredness of all human life in spirit will be united with 
the thousands of marchers who will be gathered in 
Washington, D.C. demonstrating at the Supreme
